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PREFACE

In the preparation of this Environmental Study Report (ESR), SNC-Lavalin Engineers &
Constructors Inc. (SLE&C) has relied heavily on the information, including primary data,
collected, analyzed and presented by AMEC in their document, entitled, the “Victor Diamond
Project Comprehensive Study Environmental Assessment” (2004). SLE&C particularly
depended on the information presented in the following technical supporting reports prepared by
AMEC: Environmental Baseline Study; Re-Evaluation of Site Access and Power Supply
Alternatives; and, Traditional Ecological Knowledge Study.

The information provided by AMEC has been edited by SLE&C for content and consistency with
the format of this ESR. It has also been reproduced and summarized.

The only significant body of work by SLE&C that entailed the collection of new primary data was
the Traditional Knowledge Study, which was conducted as part of the ESR, to provide greater
consistency of data and detail across the study area.

This ESR document is being made available to key government agencies, local communities (at
local band offices) and on the De Beers website prior to the 2" Round of Open Houses. The
results of this ESR, including the findings of the TEK Surveys, will be discussed with
representatives of the First Nations and members of the communities during the Open Houses.
The upcoming 2™ Round of Open Houses, as well as the availability of the ESR for review, will
be advertised in the local community media. Individuals will also be advised of the 30-day
review period for the receipt of comments on the ESR or the Open Houses.

The intent is to prepare a Technical Addendum to the ESR summarizing input received during
the 2" Round of Open Houses (March 2005) and providing any updates, revisions or
modifications to the ESR that might be warranted. Copies of the Technical Addendum will be
made available for review in the local Band Office, forwarded to key government agencies, and
posted on the De Beers and FNEI websites. The Technical Addendum will be provided in a
format that can be readily used as an insert(s) to update the ESR and will be issued as an
information update package to those who have already received a copy of the ESR.

If no significant issues arise from input received from the 2" Round of 2005 Open Houses, and
no request is received to elevate the project to an individual EA are received within the 30-day
review period by the Director of the Environmental Assessment and Approvals Branch, the
Victor Power Supply Project will proceed subject to the receipt of other required approvals.
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
